Population

According to the U.S. Census, the 2010 population for the Town was 1,809.

Location

Chenango County, New York is located along the northern border of Chenango County –Coordinates 42°40
’45” N, 75° 9’51” W. Town is located midway between Utica and Binghamton, New York. New York State
Route 12, north-south highway, intersects New York State Route 12B north of Sherburne village and intersects
New York State Route 80 within the village.

Brief History

First Settlement occurred around 1792 near Sherburne village (Sherburne village located at the intersection of
NY Route 12 and NY-80). The Town of Sherburne was created in 1795 form the Town of Paris (now Oneida
County). The Town of Smyrna was formed from part of Sherburne in 1808, and the size of Sherburne was
increased by annexing part of the Town of New Berlin in 1852.

Governing Body Format

A Supervisor and a 4-member Town Board govern the Town of Sherburne. This governing body will assume
responsibility for adoption and implementation of this plan.
